Course overview or summary

English 10 at LSS offers English students an opportunity to expand the basic skills and knowledge acquired in English 9 through a combination of language, writing, and literature study.

 Outline of course content and skills

The units and materials in English 10 at LSS are designed to assist students in meeting the Prescribed Learning Outcomes for English 10, as set out by the Ministry of Education:

COMPREHEND AND RESPOND 

Strategies and Skills –  It is expected that students will develop repertoires of skills and strategies to use as they anticipate, predict, and confirm meaning while reading, viewing, and listening. 
   

Comprehension – It is expected that students will demonstrate their understanding of written, 

oral, and visual communication.

Knowledge of Language – It is expected that students will apply their knowledge of the conventions of language and use appropriate vocabulary to talk about them.

Composing and Creating – It is expected that students will employ a variety of effective processes and strategies, including the use of electronic technology, to generate, gather, 

and organize information and ideas.

Improving Communications – It is expected that students will enhance the precision, clarity, and artistry of their communications by using processes that professional authors and presenters use to appraise and improve their communications.

Presenting and Valuing – It is expected that students will demonstrate their understanding 

of and abilities to use a variety of forms and styles of communication that are relevant to specific purposes and audiences.

Personal Awareness – It is expected that students will use language to explore thoughts, ideas, feelings, and experiences to prepare for their role in the world.

Working Together  – It is expected that students will use language to interact and collaborate with others to explore ideas and to accomplish goals.

     Viewing – Powerfully critiques, comprehends, and responds in a personal, innovative, and thoughtful manner to an array of media.

     Representing  – Sophisticated and varied representations with thought-provoking 

and innovative content that is arranged in an appealing and clearly organized manner.

     Reading  – Confidently comprehends and responds in a personal and thoughtful manner to complex materials from a range of genres. Uses a wide variety of reading strategies.

     Writing – Written work is interesting and shows some sophistication. Meaning is clear with 

good use of detail and examples. Contains few errors.

     Oral Communication – Confidently varies language for effect and audience. Voice has clear tone and volume. Effectively listens in order to offer clarification, elaboration, feedback, and questions.

     Viewing – Confidently critiques, comprehends, and responds in a personal and thoughtful manner to a variety of media.

     Representing – Interesting and varied representations with thought-provoking content that 

is arranged in an appealing and clearly organized manner.

     Reading  – Comprehends and responds in a personal and generally thoughtful manner 

to materials from a range of genres. Uses a variety of reading strategies.

     Writing – Written work is usually well organized but development and elaboration are weak. Contains mechanical errors, but these do not obscure meaning.

     Oral Communication – Generally varies language for effect and audience. Voice has generally clear tone and volume. Appropriately listens in order to offer clarification, elaboration, feedback, and questions.

     Viewing – Appropriately critiques, comprehends, and responds in a personal and thoughtful manner to a variety of media.

     Representing – Generally interesting and varied representations with content that
