Course overview or summary

Writing 12 at LSS offers allows students to experiment with composition skills acquired in prior grades and apply them to a range of writing topics. It explorers levels of language and strives to cultivate enjoyment of personal expression. Exposure to successful writers is a large part of this course.

Learning Activities

Writing 12 students will read novels and a variety of short stories, poems, and articles to expand their literary “bank”. Muck work will be done to blend classic writers’ techniques with the student’s writing abilities: portfolios, poems and short stories are an important part of the course. Students might also prepare entries for various writing contests.

Evaluation (~30% for tests, ~70% for assignments)

Comprehension tests follow most literature units, as do writing assignments that seek to examine the connections students have made to their own worlds.
